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Measures were taken to cushion the industry from th e full effects of the
crisis and to help restore public confidence in bee f products. The UK
government banned all cattle over thirty months of age from entering the
food chain and introduced a scheme through which th ese animals could
be disposed. It also introduced a calf processing a Id scheme to provide
an outlet for dairy bull calves, which were usually exported. Other
measures included payments to compensate and provid e support for
primary producers and for the rendering industry. T he EU imposed a ban
on UK beef exports and reopened beef intervention b uying. The effect of
these measures was to remove from the market a quan tity of beef broadly

equivalent to the reduction in domestic consumption plus exports. The
total cost in additional public expenditure was app roximately £1.5 billion
In 1996/97.
